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RIGHT OF ENTRY FOR CONSTRUCTION
PROVIDED BY
THE ISLAMIC REPUBLIC OF AFGHANISTAN
TO

THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA

The ISLAMIC REPUBLIC OF AFGHANISTAN, subsequently referred to as the HOST
NATION, desires to provide THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, subsequently referred
to as the UNITED STATES, access to designated lands to construct facilities that will
ultimately be transferred to the HOST NATION.

The MINISTER OF INTERIOR is the bona fide representative of the HOST NATION for all
Real Estate matters legal or otherwise pertaining to or occurring on the lands and facilities in
Exhibit “A”; and, has authority to execute Real Estate documents on behalf of the HOST
NATION. Furthermore, the HOST NATION wishes to provide use of all lands and facilities
described in attached Exhibit “A” for use by the UNITED STATES and Coalition Forces to
establish a Uniform Police District Headquarters in Maydan Shahr, Maydan Wardak.

This Right of Entry for Construction shall supersede all previous real estate and use agreements
between the UNITED STATES and the HOST NATION regarding the subject land and
facilities where they may be inconsistent with the provisions of this instrument.

In accordance with the desires of HOST NATION and the UNITED STATES, the ISLAMIC
REPUPLIC OF AFGHANISTAN stipulates that:

1. The HOST NATION hereby grants to the UNITED STATES, and its agents and assigns, an
irrevocable right to enter upon the lands subsequently described as the PREMISES until such
time as the construction project is transferred to the host nation, in order to erect buildings or any
other type of improvements and to perform construction work of any nature in connection with
the establishment of the construction project..

2. This Right of Entry for Construction onto the lands and facilities described in exhibit “A”
includes the right of ingress and egress on and through other lands of the HOST NATION not
described in exhibit “A”, provided that such ingress and egress is necessary in order to gain
access to the lands described in exhibit “A” and is not otherwise conveniently available to the
UNITED STATES, its agents and assigns.

3. All tools, equipment, buildings, improvements, and other property taken upon or placed upon
the PREMISES by the UNITED STATES, its agents and assigns, shall remain the property of
the UNITED STATES until such time as it is transferred to the HOST NATION.
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4. The UNITED STATES, its agents and assigns, shall have the right to patrol and police the
PREMISES during the period of this Right of Entry for Construction. Aircraft flights over said
lands, or entry upon the land by means of helicopter or other type aircraft, will be allowed by the
HOST NATION as required by the UNITED STATES.

5. The HOST NATION makes the PREMISES available to the UNITED STATES, its agents
and assigns, without rental or any other consideration.

6. The UNITED STATES shall be responsible for obtaining and making payment of all other
charges for utilities and services it deems necessary to its operations, including but not limited to
heat, electricity, hot water, and refuse collection until such time as the construction project is
transferred to the HOST NATION. Arrangements and payments of utilities and services used
shall be made by separate contract.

7. The UNITED STATES, its agents and assigns, shall have the right, during the existence of
this Right of Entry for Construction, to make alterations and additions, including, but not limited
to grade, condition, installing drainage facilities, place gravel or hard stand, attach fixtures, erect
improvements and structures or signs, and remove all obstructions which may constitute a
hindrance to the construction effort, in or upon the PREMISES. Neither the UNITED
STATES, nor its agents or assigns, shall be under any obligation with respect to restoration of
any of the lands encompassed by the PREMISES to their previous condition. Any such fixtures,
structures or improvements abandoned by the UNITED STATES, its agents or assigns, shall
become the property of the HOST NATION.

8. The MINISTER OF INTERIOR hereby warrants and guarantees that the HOST NATION
is the sole owner of the PREMISES and/or has the right, without any restrictions, to grant the
use of these lands by the UNITED STATES, its agents or assigns. The HOST NATION will
hold the UNITED STATES, its agents and assigns, harmless against any claim arising out of the
activities of the UNITED STATES or its agents and assigns occurring on the PREMISES in
connection with the establishment of the project. Any person that brings a claim for possession
of land encompassed by the PREMISES will be directed to the HOST NATION through the
MINISTRY OF INTERIOR or its representative, who shall process the claim and make a
decision to accept the claim or deny the claim, whichever the HOST NATION deems
appropriate. In cases where the HOST NATION makes a decision to honor the claim, the
HOST NATION is responsible for payment.

9. The HOST NATION covenants and warrants that the UNITED STATES and its agents and
assigns shall have exclusive, peaceable, undisturbed and uninterrupted possession of the
Premises during the existence of this Right of Entry for Construction. The UNITED STATES
shall hold and enjoy the PREMISES during the period of this Right of Entry for Construction
without any interruption whatsoever by the HOST NATION or its agents.

10. This Right of Entry for Construction is executed in English. A courtesy translation may be
furnished to the HOST NATION. In the event of inconsistency between any terms and
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conditions of this Right of Entry for Construction and its translation, the English language
version shall have precedence and control.
