AFGHANISTAN ENGINEER DISTRICT SOUTH (AES) Firm Fixed Price Contract for
Helmand Electrical Substations in Helmand Province, Afghanistan

This project consists of the design and construction of three electrical substations and associated
crew and security facilities in Helmand Province for Da Afghanistan Breshna Sherkat (DABS,
the Afghanistan utility authority). Two of the substations are near the town of Sangin,
Afghanistan (titled Sangin North and Sangin South) and the third is near the town of Musagal’eh,
Afghanistan (and titled Musagal’eh). The Sangin North substation is a combination of
refurbishment/renovation of several existing facilities and the construction of additional new
facilities while Sangin South and Musagal’eh consist of the construction of the entire substation.

Each substation facility will house 10 DABS employees and 10 Afghanistan Security Forces
Personnel.

The Scope of Work (SOW) is defined as the design, materials, labor, and equipment to design
and construct/renovate buildings, parking, utilities, and other infrastructure at each site. The
intent is to provide a fully functional permanent electrical substation at each site with full support
facilities using cost-efficient and expeditious construction methods.

The Government intends to make one award as a result of this solicitation. Award of a contract
will be made to the responsible offeror who submits a proposal representing the best value to the
Government. All responsible sources may submit a proposal, which shall be considered by AES.
Offers will be evaluated using the lowest price technically acceptable process in accordance with
the evaluation criteria stipulated in the solicitation. The applicable NAICS code is 236220
($33.5M small business size standard). The resulting contract is for 365 days. The magnitude of
construction for this project is between $10M - $25M. Offerors are asked to submit their
expression of interest on or before 08 July 2011, to the point-of-contact via email. The point-of-
contact for this procurement is Nathan Taylor, Contracting Specialist, USACE-AES, APO AE
09355.
